Enquiries with the Driver and Vehicle Licensing Agency have indicated that you are the registered keeper of this vehicle.

I should be grateful if you would remove the vehicle within 7 days of the date of this letter.  Failure to do so will result in your vehicle being removed and placed into storage for 21 days.  After this time, if it is not reclaimed, it will be destroyed and you may incur a charge. 

It is a criminal offence to abandon a vehicle on any land in the open air or on any land forming part of the highway under section 2(1) of the Refuse Disposal (Amenity) Act 1978.  Those guilty of abandoning a vehicle are liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding £2,500 and/or a term of imprisonment not exceeding 3 months.  Alternatively, Dorset Waste Services may offer offenders the opportunity to discharge any criminal liability through the issue of a fixed penalty notice for £200 under section 2A (1) of Refuse Disposal (Amenity) Act 1978. 
If, however, you are no longer the registered keeper of this vehicle, would you please telephone the above number and let me know the name and address of the new registered keeper.
