You are advised that it is an offence to fail to respond to this request and to give false or misleading information. The maximum penalty for not responding to this request is £5000.
This relates to an offence under Section 33 of the Environmental Protection Act 1990. 
It will be necessary for me to interview you under caution regarding these matters because there are grounds to suspect that you have committed a criminal offence. This does not mean that Dorset Council believes you are guilty and will prosecute you. It means the evidence the council has obtained so far suggests you may have committed an offence. The interview will be held in order to give you an opportunity to provide an explanation of events that appear to have occurred.
You do not have to attend the interview, but failure to do so, means you lose the opportunity to provide an explanation to the Council and may result in prosecution for an offence under s.108 (1) or (2) EA 1995.   
The interview will be carried out in accordance with the Police and Criminal Evidence Act 1984 and the Codes of Practice C and E. You may wish to seek advice from a legally qualified person and/or arrange for one to be present during the interview. I enclose an information leaflet which explains the interview
You are entitled to have someone present during the interview not connected with the investigation. Persons being interviewed also have a right to consult privately with a qualified solicitor before or during the interview.
You are hereby required to attend in person at the address mentioned below, in order that officers may progress their investigation of this matter. This requirement is made in accordance with the powers conferred by section 108(4) (c) and (l) of the Environment Act 1995, as amended.
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Therefore, you are required to attend the Trading Standards offices, as these are the interview rooms we use, situated at Colliton Annexe, Colliton Park, Dorchester, Dorset DT1 1XJ on 21st September 2018 at 1000; OR

Your attention is drawn to the following-

Offences in relation to not complying with this request for information

(1) It is an offence for a person intentionally to obstruct an authorised person in the exercise or performance of his powers or duties. 

(2) It is an offence for a person, without reasonable excuse,— 

(a) To fail to comply with any requirement imposed under section 108; 

(b) To fail or refuse to provide facilities or assistance or any information or to permit any inspection reasonably required by an authorised person in the execution of his powers or duties under or by virtue of that section; or 

(c) to prevent any other person from appearing before an authorised person, or answering any question to which an authorised person may require an answer, pursuant to subsection (4) of that section. 

(3) It is an offence for a person falsely to pretend to be an authorised person. 

(4) A person guilty of an offence under subsection (1) above shall be liable on summary conviction, to a fine not exceeding £5000 scale. 
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
