| am writing to advise you of an eight week public consultation for the recently published
Draft Housing and Affordable Housing Supplementary Planning Document, which forms
part of the Christchurch and East Dorset Local Plan. This is a joint document between
Christchurch Borough Council and East Dorset District Council to support the joint Core
Strategy, and its adoption will be dependent on the adoption of the Core Strategy to ensure
certainty and deliverability of the Core Strategy housing policies.

The document has been produced to expand upon housing and affordable housing policies
set out in the Core Strategy and it replaces the previous Supplementary Planning
Guidance ‘Affordable and Special Needs Housing and the Provision of Small Dwellings’,
implemented which was published by East Dorset District Council in December 2005.

This document and its associated process diagrams and appendices address the detailed
operational and technical aspects of implementing the Core Strategy Meeting Local Needs
policies that contribute to Strategic Objective 5 of the Core Strategy:-

“To deliver a suitable, affordable and sustainable range of housing to provide for local
needs”

In particular, the document addresses the principles and processes that will ensure the
delivery of appropriate market housing and affordable housing to meet local need and
demand; and to ensure that future residential development contributes to mixed
sustainable communities and a balanced housing market.

To ensure that policy aspirations and objectives are balanced with the critical importance
of bringing forward land and viable development, the document also sets out the Councils’
approach to negotiation, to viability assessment and where appropriate, the calculation of
offsite commuted-sum contributions.
